Task:

You will design, produce, and present a scrapbook or altered book about a French or Francophone artist, writer, musician, or politician, showcasing the life and times of the chosen person.  All written material must be in FRENCH!

Grading:

Your book must include at least 14 pages, as described below, in order to earn a C (average).  To qualify for earning a B, you must include at least three extra pages (17 total pages).  Six extra pages (20 total pages) will allow you to earn up to an A.  All additional pages must be quality work, and must present new information or expand upon a required section.  Only one expansion page per topic is allowed for additional credit.  
You must include the following pages:

1, 2--
Birth, family, hometown (include a map).
3--
Education, young life

4--
Résumé for fame (why should I care who this person is or was?)

5, 6--
Include reproductions of the arts, samples of written work, etc., and sales or publication information

7, 8--
Contemporaries: other people famous for similar reasons, or famous friends of the assigned individual.  Include biographical information about them, comments about their contributions to society, photos or drawings, samples of their work, etc.

9, 10--
Music of the era (include at least 3 composers/singers and their songs)

11--
Architectural style of the person’s residence (from any point in his/her life) or geographical locale.  Include a photo or drawing.

12-- 
Fashion of the time period your person was alive, or if they lived a long time, then detail the fashion from the period when s/he was best well-known.

13--
What was happening in North America at that time?  Make connections from your person’s world to ours.

14--
Personal comments, inspirations, or recommendations to other students.  What did you like/not like learning about this person?  Were you surprised by anything?  Did anything in particular strike you?

Your final page should be a list of resources used in compiling your information presented in your book.  It should be in the format of a bibliography page.  See the EHS library page for a NoodleBib link, and enter your information directly into the site.  It will allow you to print your completed list, or export the list into a Word document, etc., so that you may alter it later.  You may adapt the font type, but please use 12-point for standard fonts.  If the type you choose is particularly small, please enlarge it so that it is near the size of Times New Roman 12-point.
